· [bookmark: _GoBack]Although many people have heard Styrofoam does detrimental things to the planet, very few people actually understand how Styrofoam harms the environment. Learning about the impact Styrofoam has on the planet will help you find ways to help minimize the damage caused by this material.
· Today, there are more than 11,300 Dunkin' Donuts restaurants worldwide – more than 8,000 Dunkin' Donuts restaurants in 41 states in the U.S. plus the District of Columbia, and more than 3,200 -international restaurants in 36 countries.
· The cups are bad for the environment. There is a chemical used in making Styrofoam called hydrofluorocarbons that can trap up to 1,000 times more heat than CO2. And if there are too many hydrofluorocarbons in the sky, global warming will be a bigger problem.
· Styrofoam is made from the plastic polystyrene, which is based on building blocks called styrene monomers. When you drink your steaming cup of coffee or spoon your chicken noodle soup or chili out of a Styrofoam cup, you also take in small doses of chemicals that leach from it.
· It also takes up 25% of landfill space! 
· It takes 500 years to break down
